AMENDED COMPLAINT 

Pursuant to the provisions of Section l5(c) of Article VI of the Constitution of the 

State of Illinois, the Illinois Judicial Inquiry Board ("Board") complains against Judge Robert K. 

Adrian, Judge of the Circuit Court, Eighth Judicial Circuit, ("Respondent"), and charges 

Respondent with willful misconduct in office, conduct that is prejudicial to the administration of 

justice, and conduct that brings the judicial office into disrepute. 

SUMMARY OF ALLEGATIONS 

ST A TEMENT OF FACTS 

I. Reversed Finding of Guilt to Prevent the Defendant from Serving A Mandatory

Prison Sentence

1. Respondent has been a judge of the Eighth Judicial Circuit Court of Illinois

since 2010. 

2. On October 13, 2021, a three-day bench trial commenced in the case of the

People of the State of Illinois v. Drew Clinton, 2021-CF-396, in which the Defendant, Drew 

Clinton stood charged with three Counts of Criminal Sexual Assault. Respondent presided over 

the trial. 

3. On October 15, 2021, at the conclusion of the three-day bench trial,

Respondent found the Defendant, Drew Clinton guilty of one Count of Criminal Sexual Assault 

(Count 3) and not guilty on the other two Counts (Counts 1 and 2). After the finding of guilt, the 

case was continued to January 3, 2022, for hearing on post-trial motions and sentencing. 
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
