SYLLABUS

On February 16, 2005, the Judicial Inquiry Board filed acomplaint, later amended, with the
Courts Commission, charging respondent with conduct that is prejudicia to the administration of
justice and conduct that bringsthe judicial office into disreputein violation of the Code of Judicial
Conduct, Illinois Supreme Court Rules 61, 62, and 63. In summary form, the complaint alleged that
since respondent’ s assignment to Kane County Drug Court in 2000, respondent has abused the
powers of his office by systematically violating the constitutional and statutory rights of criminal
defendants, and by engaging in intemperate acts of intimidation, retribution, and vindictivenessin
response to those who disagreed with the manner in which he presided over judicial proceedings.
The complaint further alleged that respondent attempted to conceal his systematic violations of
defendants’ rights by questioning defendants either without a court reporter present or after
instructing the court reporter to go off therecord. Asafinal matter, the amended complaint alleged
that respondent systemati cally failed to di scharge hisadjudicative and administrativeresponsibilities,
and that respondent interfered with other departments and misused county resources.

Held: Complaint dismissed.
